Goal of the course(s): These two courses have two main goals.  To prepare you as much as possible for your first core math course here at UGA and to prepare you to take the COMPASS exam at the end of the semester by helping you develop the quantitative skills necessary to pass the test. 
Materials: There is no textbook for this course at this time, you will be given handouts in class for practice as well as lots of notes that you should keep together and organized. You will need a TI-83 or TI-84 graphing calculator and  a three ring binder for this course.

Grading: 
For Math 0099 the grading will be based on two categories:

1. Class attendance and participation (40%)
      2.  Quizzes and maybe a test or two (60%)
The grade scale for this class is  A (90-100), B+ (85-89), B (80-84), C+ (75-79),

C (70-74), D+(65-69), D (60-64), F (<60). You must make a C or better to exit Math 0099.
For Math 0099L the grading will be based on two categories:
      1. Class attendance and participation (40%)

      2. Passing the Compass test at the end of the semester (60%)
The grade scale for this class is S (satisfactory) or U (Unsatisfactory). You must get a grade of S to exit the Math 0099L course.
