Purpose of this Course:

Prepare students for MATH 1113 (Pre-Calculus)
Course Description:

During this course, students will participate in a complete review of algebra, problem-solving techniques, graphing functions, and a review of basic trigonometry to prepare them for pre-calculus.
Topical Outline:

The following outline is given with the understanding that the topics may change depending on the pacing of the course.

1. Fundamental Concepts of Algebra: Exponents, Radicals, Factoring Polynomials, Solving/Simplifying Rational Expressions

2. Equations and Inequalities: Graphing, Linear Equations, Rational Equations, Models and Applications, Complex Numbers, Quadratic Equations, Linear and Absolute Value Inequalities

3. Functions and Graphs: Properties of Functions and Their Graphs, Linear Functions and Slope, Transformations of Functions, Combinations of Functions, Composite Functions, Inverse Functions, Distance Formula, Midpoint Formula, Circles

4. Polynomial and Rational Functions: Properties, Graphing, Dividing Polynomials, Remainder and Factor Theorems, Zeros of Polynomial Functions, Polynomial and Rational Inequalities, Modeling Data

5. Exponential and Logarithmic Functions: Properties, Graphing, Exponential Growth and Decay, Modeling Data

6. Overview of Trigonometry: Definition and Properties of Sine, Cosine, and Tangent, Unit Circle, Graphs

Grade Components:
Your grade will consist of:
· Homework – Homework will not be collected or graded.  However, homework is an important component to being successful in this course.  It is imperative to your learning that you keep up with assignments and ask questions when you need clarification.  In order to cover all of the information that we need to each day, it is required that you email me the problems that you would like to have discussed in class by 10:00pm the night before we meet for each class.  I will then answer your questions at the beginning of each class period.  Because we have much material to cover in a short amount of time, there may be times when I ask that you meet with me during office hours so that we may discuss your questions.
· Tests – there will be 5 tests given this semester after each section is covered.  These tests will count 100 points each.  No make-up tests will be given.  There will be no exceptions … it does not matter the reason given.  The final exam may be used to substitute ONE missed in class test in the event of an excused emergency absence.  An excused emergency absence will only be granted when you have notified me of the illness/emergency prior to the class meeting on the test day.
· Exam – there will be a cumulative end of the semester exam which will count for 200 points of your grade.
